1. One has a topic, eg:
The Role of NGO’s In Teacher assessment

2. One has areference, eg:

Cronje, J., Blignaut, A., and Bothma, T.

Meeting adult learning needs during web-
supported web-skills training. 2002.
South African journal of higher education,
16(3): 207-217



Finding Information ON A TOPIC:

There are only 3 ways to find material:

1. Find references on the topic:
Search Google Scholar or/& different databases

2. FInd the articles/books referred to In
the references found in no.1 in the
library:

Journals@UP (full text articles)
UPexplore (library catalogue: books)

3. Interlending if we do not have the material at UP



Use scholarly databases for obtaining
references on one’s topic —the results are more
focused!

FINDING THE FULL TEXT OF ARTICLES:

Many references in the databases have a
link at the end of the references (SFX,
PDF or HTML icon) to the full texts of the
articles to which they refer.

Should the full text of an article not be
available in this way, proceed as follows
to find the full text:

REFERENCING

Referencing allows information to be
verified on which arguments are based

Referencing acknowledges the
Intellectual outputs of others

Any written piece of work should
acknowledge the sources consulted
both in the text and at the end of the

work

If one doesn’t acknowledge the sources
consulted, one is guilty of plagiarism



Which reference technique
should be used?

Two major methods of referencing are used In
the Faculty of Education:

- Harvard style: developed in the USA in the 1950’s,
It Is commonly used in the physical and natural
sciences

 APA style: developed by the American
Psychological Association, it is increasingly being
used in the social sciences, incl. Education

 Please check beforehand with your
supervisor which style to use

ELECTRONIC REFERENCING:

REFWORKS

This programme allows one to write a paper

In MS Word, and then to create
electronically the correct in-text citations

and bibliography in the reference style of
your choice.
